






5. For edge boards use the Jemmy tool to tightly pull

boards together.

6. Finally either fit the skirting or flooring trim to cover

the expansion gaps around the perimeter.
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1.Clear the room completely, if possible remove the

skirting and repair any damaged plaster. Lay underlay

over the whole floor area.

2. Use spacing blocks to lay the first row. Lay the 1st

board adjacent to the end wall with the groove on the

long edge towards the wall and the groove on the end

towards the side wall.

3. Ensure that the 1st row is perfectly straight. It is also

important that the boards are tightly fitted together.

Ensure that the expansion gap is established right from

the start.

4. Use a tamping block to ensure that the joints are

butted tightly together.
